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13th Annual ITEC Conference 

The 13th Annual ITEC Conference was held on July  
8th & 9th at the Sheraton Hotel in downtown Okla-
homa City. The General Assembly opened with the 
colors being posted by the Cheyenne-Arapaho Color 
Guard. Jerry Cochran of Stilwell, Oklahoma opened 
the general assembly with a prayer.  

Plenary session speakers were Dino Chavarria, giving 
an RTOC Tribal Caucus Update. The keynote speaker 
was Casey Camp-Horinek, with the Coyote Creek 
Center for Environmental Justice.  Also, “Homeland” a 
film profiling Native American activists and their fight to 
protect Tribal lands, sovereignty and culture.  

Nearly 200 attendees from 31 Tribes in Oklahoma, New Mexico, and Texas attended the conference. 
Representatives from various entities included the Environmental Protection Agency, U.S. Geological 

Survey, U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service, Natural Re-
source Conservation Service, Oklahoma Water Re-
sources Board, Oklahoma Wind Power Initiatives, 
Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics, and Oklahoma De-
partment of Environmental Quality. Various federal 
and state agencies, tribal organizations, environ-
mental consultants, environmental organizations and 
equipment manufacturers displayed exhibitor booths.
